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Ontkenning/Negative

When you are asked to change a sentence to the negative, it is very important to understand and know Sv1TOMPv2I.  The new STOMPI structure will look something like this:
Sv1TOMPv2I
Nee, S v1 N T O M P v2 I N.

There are a few rules to keep in mind when you are busy with ONTKENNING.
· In a regular sentence, there are always two NIE’s.  The first NIE comes after the first verb, the second NIE goes to the end of the sentence.
· If the first verb is followed by a pronoun or a proper noun, the first NIE comes directly after it.
· Pronouns need to be changed if the sentence is given in the question format and you have to answer in the negative.
· Certain words change in the negative.  This change takes the place of the first NIE. The second NIE goes to the end of the sentence.

· We may not have a double negative.  If there are two words in a sentence that need to be negated, we negate only the first one otherwise we don’t say what we mean.
